4. SITE DESCRIPTION

4.1. GENERAL SITE CHARACTER:

The part of Odra river valley on the Poland and Czech Republic border. Cite including naturally meandering section, with good preserved riverside habitats (alluvial forest, willow shrubs, reeds and alluvial meadows), regularly flooded almost each year.  Occurring here:

· 5 types of habitats listed on Annex I of Council directive 92/43/EEC;

· 3 species of bird listed on Annex I of Council directive 79/409/EEC;

· 4 regularly migratory birds not listed on Annex I

· 7 species listed on international conventions (Annex IV of 92/43/ECC, Bern);

Area needs further investigations. 

4.2. QUALITY AND IMPORTANCE:

The proposed site substantially contributes to the survival of many regionally threatened species (listed in p. 3.3.). The site consists of some nationally and regionally important habitat types and contributes to high biodiversity ratio. It is important, isolated “island” of alluvial forest habitats in this region, one and only between the CHKO Poodri (Czech Republic) and “Łężczak” reserve (Poland).
